At its recent meeting, the Board of Education determined the following plariregar
classroom arrangements for the 2008-2009 school year.
PK—Class size will be limited to 14 without an aide or 16 with an aide.
K and Grade 1—Class size will be limited to 15 per classroom.
Grades 2 to 5—Class size will be limited to 22 without an aide or 24 with an aide.
