| have heard the words since | was a child...
“March comes in like a Lion and goes out like a
Lamb.” While that makes much meteorological
sense, it also makes theological sense and well
describes where we are this Spring.

The ebb and flow of winter into spring means
considerable weather variety. Days of seventy-five
degree temperatures can give way to chilling drizzle
and even ice. A still morning can become a blustery
afternoon with little or no warning. Forecasters blame
everything from a stalled front to Punxatawny Phil for
the variety and vagaries of weather. Itis March in the
Republic.

But the Lion versus Lamb contrast well describes
where we are theologically as well. In this first
quarter of 2007 Lent has begun and we've
commenced that journey that takes us again to
Jerusalem where Jesus did suffer. Inthe course of His
trek, Jesus was lion-like in His dealings with
treachery, stubbornness, and sin. Messiah roared
against hypocrisy, the smug, and the superficial. The
Lord tore at the trappings that appeared outwardly
good but concealed a selfish motive or a mean spirit.
But Judah’s Lion pressed on to the Holy City. Jesus
showed the softer side of sacrifice as He taught the
Disciples about washing feet and humble service. The
Son’s divine appointment would be kept in Jerusalem.
One of the Rabbi’s own would betray Him, another
would deny Him, and the rest would desert Him.
God'’s salvation plan would unfold; promises from
Genesis to Malachi would be kept. And the Lamb
would be sacrificed to pay the sin bill of the whole
world.

Here is some background to help everyone
understand this disease and its’ impact on Jennifer’s
life. She was diagnosed with Reflex Sympathetic
Dystrophy (RSD) in 1998, after having been in pain
since 1994. She is now 28 yrs old and has been in pain
for 13 of those years. She doesn't remember life
before RSDJennifer's pain began with a knee injury
but eventually spread to become bodywide since RSD
is often progressive.

Anyone can get RSD. It does not discriminate
between age or gender. The syndrome, which is not
well understood, usually begins with an injury which
may or may not be severe. For an unknown reason,
when the injury heals, the nervous system does not
stop sending pain signals. The body stays in the flight
or fight response and all body systems stay in
overdrive. All parts of the body have nerves, thus
RSD can affect any part - the vascular system, internal
organs, bones, muscles, skin, sleep patterns,
memory...everything. There is no cure for RSD. In
fact, there is no real treatment, though doctors attempt
many things in order to try to ease the pain.

Zion’s Celebration of the Past
Made Perfect by Divine Design
Report by 128 Anniversary Committee
January 21, 2007 Celebration

And the Lord said;Let the celebrations begin”!
Allaying fears of continued bleak, icy-cold days, He
opened the collective eyes of the Zion congregation to
glorious sunshine to, indeed, begin thst of four
planned days of celebration of her 125 years in 2007.

After more than ten days of almost unbearable wet
and freezing temperatures, the outlook was not good
for January 2%1to be any different; yet the Lord in His
mercy gave us one of the most beautiful January days
the planners could have imagined—an island of
brightness and sunshine!

Countless days and months since 2004 had been
spent in planning sessions by the 1. 2@niversary
committee to make the day one to remember. Led by
Weldon Mersiovsky, Chairman of the 125
Anniversary Committee, the sub-committees had
completed their assigned tasks well ahead of time.
Though rainy and cold, the day prior proceeded like a
well-oiled machine with the hustle and bustle of last-
minute preparations for this much-anticipdiest day
of celebrations. Tables set up by the Senior Youth
were covered in white and laden with a sea of mini
vases of red roses prepared and gifted by David Kurio
Floral Designs along with exquisite and bountiful
floral arrangements for the stage. Photos of past Zion
events adorned the tables as well.  Clusters of
balloons embellished the red and white theme
throughout the gymnasium. Items of historic interest
and picture displays upon a collection of vintage
quilts complemented the decorative theme planned
and carried out by the Hospitality Committee
composed of Kathy Greer, Alber Walther, and Gary
Miller.

At the 8:00 and 10:45 a.m. services on January 21,
2007 as over 150 and 500 worshipers, respectively,
rose for the processional, Zion Lutheran Church and
School began formally to proclaim 125 years of God’s
grace. Leading the processional as Crucifer was
Kenneth Kelm proudly carrying the processional cross
made over 30 years ago by his father, Bert Kelm (a
lifetime member of Zion). Weldon Mersiovsky
carried a banner representing the past heritage of
Zion—"A Planting of the Lord” (Isa. 61:3) — showing
a sprout rooted in the Word of God (the open Bible)
with nine roots symbolizing each of the founding

families of Zion. As Zion pastors, Rev. John

Especially appropriate was the choice of the
Reverend John Kieschnick as Guest Speaker for this
first commemoration. The son of Zion’s longtime
School Principal Oscar Kieschnick, Rev. Kieschnick’s
close association with Zion since childhood made him
the perfect candidate to lead us through the years of
the past and to prepare the way for further celebrations
of the present and future planned for the rest of the
year. His message — “A Prayer for Zion” — reminded
us so eloquently of the need to think about and be
thankful for God’s grace throughout Zion’s history, to
be mindful of asking for His forgiveness when we fall
to love others as He loves us, and to always ask for
God’s help in staying connected to Him as we go
about our dalily lives.

The diligence and dedication of the Worship
Committee shown throughout the services as
Liturgists, the Rev. Martin Doering, pastor of Trinity
Lutheran Church and the Rev. John Davenport and the
Rev. Jim Craver, Pastors of Zion, maintained the
formality of the occasion. The inclusion of music
from various sources of talent from within the church
enhanced the services with melodic sounds of praise
and thanksgiving. Participating in the music prior to
and during the services were Zion’s Men’s Chorus led
by Mrs. Marge Fiegel and accompanied by Mrs. Susan
Powell, Zion School students directed by Mrs.
Mariann Brown and Mrs. Pixie Linebrink, the
Handbell Choir led by Mrs. Janet Meyer, and theé" 25
Anniversary Choir directed by Mrs. Ruth Neumann
and accompanied by Mrs. Janet Meyer, and the Praise
Team, led by Matt and Mariann Brown.

Well-chosen songs, such &®w Great is our
God How Great Thou ArtandJoyful, Joyful We
Adore Theereated a warm feeling of pride for God’s
hand in this congregation’s beginning so many years
ago. The singing of the Anniversary Song written by
Pam Mickan Hughes was especially meaningful



knowing that she, a former member of Zion and a
Zion School graduate, was in attendance. The Lord’s
Prayer and the benediction in German as well as
English reflected upon the years when services were
held using only the German language. The closing
hymn Lift High the Crosswith accompanying
handbells repeated the ¥0@nniversary theme.
Between the two services, the Reverend Matrtin
Doering, pastor of Trinity Lutheran Church of Taylor
and longtime friend of Zion conducted a Bible study
in the sanctuary. Rev. Doering mentioned that he
always loved coming to Walburg as a child with his
parents and grandparents because his great-
grandparents, Henry and Lena Doering, established
roots here in the late 1880’'s. He compared Zion’s
forefathers to the children of Israel because history

teaches the importance of establishing a church as a

first priority. His topic “Zion, a Congregation on a
Hill” stressed the fact that the Christian church
realized that God must be above all and the church
with the cross standing on a hill is symbolic of our
mission to spread that Word of God. “Zion on this
high hill,” he said, “was to be a light for all to see as
an invitation to worship and to spread the good news
of salvation.” As an example, he asked the class to
sing together the song, “This little gospel light of
mine, I'm going to let it shine, all the time, all the
time, let it shine!”

Following the second service, 571 worshipers
journeyed up the school hallway to a meal catered by
TCP, Danny Vickers of Marlin, Texas at a mere cost
of $5 per plate with the balance of the cost subsidized
from the budget of the 125Anniversary.

Awaiting the congregation in the gymnasium were
the members of the 125istory Committee (Ethel
Mickan, Leona Kokel, Bonnie McNemar, Debbie
Teinert, Kathy Pitts, Tracy Peel and Edna Roth) for
the debut of Zion'shot off the presddistory and
Records Books. The Records Book is a compilation
of baptisms, confirmations, weddings, and deaths
since 1882 with a most attractive front and back cover
presenting photos of all 42 of Zion’s stained glass
windows photographed by member Brent Fox and
layout by graphic artist member Tracy Peel.

The History Book contains a myriad of
information relating to Zion’s beginnings, building
programs through the years, student body pictures,
information about Zion ministries, Bown Memory
Lanesection of memories of many past and present
members of Zion, and highlights of each of the

pastoral ministries through the years including first-
person journals of memories of Zion’s first and
second pastors. Thanks to translations by Dr. Joseph
Wilson, these journals may be read for the first time
in English. The cover of the History Book features the
colorful 128" anniversary logo created by graphic
artist member Tina Spencer and the congregational
picture taken by Mr. Ron Whitfield of Whitfield
Photography.

In addition to the History and Records Books
available for purchase on that day were pewter crosses
and commemorative plates arranged for by Karen
Lange, representative of Zion’s Communications
Committee. Karen is also orchestrating the various
means of publicizing the services planned for the year
of celebrations.

Banner Committee members include Mrs. Sandra
O’Shoney, designer, and Jean Greene, Sharon Domel,
Earline Reichenbach, Lydia Kelm, Peggy
Kelm, Alisha Johnson, Sherrin Delk, Val Jean Bethke
and Betty Liese, seamstresses. In addition to the
banners above the altar, which will remain there
throughout the year, and the free-standing banner
made especially for the January 21 service depicting
the past, these ladies will be producing two more
banners representing the present and the future and
will be used in the next two services.

The Finance Committee composed of Weldon
Mersiovsky and Neil Lindahl guided by the entire
123" Anniversary Committee has publicly promoted
the concept of contributing to the celebrations to
finance the projects, pay the bills, make the necessary
fixes, and subsidize the meals. Their job has been to
keep track of the funds and disbursement thereof. To
date all of the bills have been paid and there remains
a balance of between nine and ten thousand dollars.
