On the front of the envelope fill in the amount that you

have put inside the envelope.  Sunday envelopes have two
boxes.  At least one box should be marked.  

If the General Fund box is marked, by Voter
assembly approval, 16 % is deducted from the contribution
and is sent to the Texas District and Synodical Lutheran
Church Missouri Synod offices for work of the church-at-
large.  One and a half percent is also deducted and sent to
support Concordia University at Austin.  The remainder is
used for Zion’s budgeted expenses.
