Core Values – Prayer Centered

Email is the ability to send via computer a message, long or short, to a
friend or acquaintance.  The message is held in machines to be read at the
convenience of the receiver.  It is a treasure because – unlike “snail mail”
that may take days or weeks to arrive – email is virtually instantaneous.  I
click “send” and the message arrives, whether I’m reaching out to the District
Office, to Denver, or to Denmark.

Prayer is one of Zion’s Core Values.  Last October you named Zion’s
ministerial non-negotiables and declared “We are a praying church with
intentional ministries of prayer.”

Prayer, too, is a treasure.  By it we call upon God – He hears even before
we ask – and we are confident He will answer.  Let me in this article
encourage you in several ways on the subject of Prayer:

It is a privilege!  We can call upon the God of the Universe.  The One
who knows how we are formed, who numbers our head’s hair, who is nearer
than our breath…  He is the One to whom we call.  (Psalm 50:15; II
Chronicles 7:14; Isaiah 65:24; Philippians 4:6ff)  Prayer can be private.
Your “Please!” and your praise can be heard only by your loving and leading
Lord – if you so choose.  Prayer also can involve partners.  I have a prayer
colleague with whom I pray every Sunday around 6 a.m.  We list hurts and
hallelujahs personal and congregational.  Prayers also can be public – in your
family, for meetings, certainly as we assemble for worship.  And imagine as
all those like and varied petitions rise to God’s throne, in His wisdom He
hears each and all; in His love and mercy He answers.

There are so many examples of prayer in the Bible:  the Pharisee and
Publican of Matthew 6, Jesus in Gethsemane’s Garden (Matthew 26), and the
Savior praying for you (Really!) in John 17.

Let me encourage among us two opportunities – prayer practice and
prayer patience.  We have known folk who are skilled in phrasing just the words in praying for or with another.  I
believe the skill is the result of regular rehearsing.  “Practice has made better.”  And, whether the prayer is for
improved health, a prodigal child, or the salvation of a friend, as you persist, be patient.  God hears and has an
answer.  His timing is perfect.  He does not make mistakes.

Let me leave you with the prayer of Paul for the Ephesian Christians – heard immediately that day and today:
“… I pray that you, being rooted and established in love, may have power, together with all the saints, to grasp how
wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ, and to know this love that surpasses knowledge – that you
may be filled to the measure of all the fullness of God.  Now to Him who is able to do immeasurably more than all
we ask or imagine, according to His power that is at work within us, to Him be glory in the church and in Christ
Jesus throughout all generations, forever and ever!  Amen.

Greetings in Christ 
from Concordia Seminary, St. Louis

I am two weeks into the Fall quarter of classes.
Things are moving along at an alarmingly rapid rate.
It feels more like I am approaching Call Day rather
than the end of my first quarter which is still 8 weeks
away.  My course load consists of 12 hours of Greek
and 2 hours of Hebrew Readings where we translate
sections of the Old Testament.  Along side of my class
work, I have joined the Seminary Men’s Chorus. (Our
Spring Tour will be bringing us down through Texas
to the Austin area so be sure to make plans to come
out and hear us!)  I will be working on campus for the
grounds crew helping to keep this place looking in top
condition a few hours a week as well.

As time
moves along and I have taken the required courses I
will take an active role in helping to lead worship on
Sunday mornings; whether it be reading the scripture
lessons or leading the liturgy or eventually preaching
a sermon.  Next week is the annual chicken dinner and
I was informed that they needed help to clean the
1,900 pounds of chicken, and I just laughed to myself
and thought “they should really see what happens with
Wurstbraten.”

I would like to thank you, the members of Zion,
for the financial support I have received during my
years at Concordia in Austin, as well as what I have
received thus far for my studies here at the Seminary.
Please continue to keep me in your prayers during my
time here as well, for it is by the grace of God that I
have made it this far and that I will continue to
proceed.

This
year 25% of the funds raised will stay locally with The
Caring Place receiving 20% and Meals On Wheels
receiving 5%.  We are also able to designate monies
to Lutheran World Relief.

Our goal this year is to have at least 15 Zion
members to walk the San Gabriel River Park Trails in
making a difference toward alleviating world hunger
and providing disaster relief, self-help projects and
refugee resettlement programs nationally and
internationally.
